Vintage Notes
A very cool spring delayed bud break to early July, 
which resulted in a late harvest. The wines have a 
beaming acidity with a focused fruit profile.

Tasting Notes 
Aromatics of dried cherry with cumin and 
coriander spice notes. Round tannins create a 
welcome structure, while Italian plums, well-loved 
leather and a hint of black pepper introduce the 
delightfully long finish.
